Below is a short extract written by a New Zealander living in Australial

Just a quick update from the Interdominions... The attached photo is quite evocative and was taken as
we left shore for the race area on Friday at around 9:30am. The wind was already blowing 20-25kn at
that stage and built to 25-30 gusting 35kn at around the start and didn’t stop until nightfall. The
same pattern continued +/- Skn each day.

The course is about 2 miles from the beach and takes around 30-40 minutes to beat to and around 20
minutes running back afterwards. If we sail from Port Nicholson next year it’ll be slightly further but
more likely to be reaching. With only two races per day (as opposed to three for this series), itll still
mean around 3-4 hours on the water each day and likely to be fresh.

Temps were hot (for Wellington) — 23-26 degrees but was 14 degree a couple of days before and 17
degrees the day we left (and grey and, yes, you guessed it: windy).
